4. The first block is $6. Each customer may buy 1 block kit at
the $6 price.

Every fabric company is featuring fabric collections with all
types of roses. You’ve got to love the variety of colors of a
rose garden. This block of the month will last 8 months. The
cost is $11.00 per month plus the $9.50 pattern. You will
make two identical blocks every month. Each block has four
roses in different colors. At the completion of the 8 months
you will have enough blocks for a queen size quilt. The outer
borders will not be included in this block of the month. You
may select your own finish for your quilt. The inner pieced
border is included. There will be two color choices. The first
will be 1930’s reproductions; the second will be brights. The
background for both will be a white on white print. There are
no deadlines with this block of the month! Your kit will
simply be ready for you at the beginning of the month. This
project begins in May. To register, you will need to pay for
your pattern ($9.50) + the first month’s kit ($11.00).
